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From 1993-1999, MMC worked with the Wallace Foundation (formerly known as the Lila

Wallace — Reader’s Digest Fund) to evaluate the Foundation’s Museum Collections Accessibility

Initiative in twenty-nine art museums throughout the United States.

The Foundation

awarded each institution a sizable, multi-year grant to support an innovative, pilot program

aimed at making the museum’s collections more accessible to diverse audiences.

MMC

conducted a comprehensive, longitudinal evaluation of the initiative that included assessing

internal museum operations and visitor satisfaction of programs and exhibitions. The
